Bishop's Hull Community Primary School is in the heart of the vilage of
Bishop's Hull and serves the village and neighbouring housing estates o
the west of Taunton. It also draws children from nearby villages and
from the local fown of Taunfon.

Most pupils live within a radius of 800m of the school. Other pupils have
journeys o school of up to 1% km. The school day for pupils begins at
9.00 am and finishes at 3.30 pm.
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The school has a staff of 30 who usually arrive and leave school from
between 7.00 am and 6.00 pm. The school has an after school club
which finishes af 5.30 pm. On average the club caters for 18 children
and has a staff of two. The schooal site is also used by Bishop's Hull Pre-
School and by Checkmates Nursery. Bishop's Hull Pre-School has a staff
of three and Checkmates Nursery has a staff of 12. These staff usually
arrive and leave the site from between 7.30 am and 6.10 pm.

The school is also used by the community. Part of the school becomes
a community centre at weekends and after school days from 5.00 pm.

The school has parking for 49 cars. There are no allocated spaces for
visitors.
